In summer 2025, the Herbert is launching two new exhibitions.  
Brick Dinos enables visitors to immerse themselves in the world of dinosaurs and other prehistoric creatures, developed in conjunction with palaeontologists. From tiny insects to a raptor-like Masiakasaurus that’s four metres long, audiences will be able to explore and come face to face with these amazing creatures. 
In Jason and the Adventure of 254, Jason Wilsher-Mills revisits his childhood memories of what was happening inside and outside his body during a transformative time. He has been paralysed from the neck down due to an autoimmune condition, which was triggered by catching chicken pox at 11 years old. Because he was unable to physically explore the wider world around him, he came to inhabit an interior world filled with action heroes, TV shows, films, comics, books and his own vivid imagination. The exhibition is also a celebration of family, the artist’s working-class background and the opportunities he received through hospital education.

We are looking for friendly and confident volunteers to interact with visitors to our summer exhibitions. These exhibitions will be installed across all our temporary galleries and the roles will entail significant interaction between volunteers and visitors.
